Peatland restoration in North America initiated ~35 years ago. Original
restoration efforts focused on restoring mined over bogs. Recent
advances in peatland restoration in NA has expanded the original
concepts and methodology. Restoration efforts in NA now include
restoring peatlands from many diverse types of disturbances (e.g.,
roads, mining, grazing, erosion, forestry) and occur in many different
peatland types (e.g., fens). Because fens are groundwater driven,
techniques to restore hydrology of fens is generally more complicated
than for bogs. Restoring more variety of peatland types has also led to
the need of new techniques for reestablishing a broader array of plants
other than Sphagnums, including non-Sphagnum mosses, sedges,
shrubs and trees.
