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[amount] Flood Relief Grant awarded to [LGU name] 

LOCATION, Minn—[LGU name] announced today that they have been awarded a [amount] flood recovery grant from the Minnesota Board of Water and Soil Resources (BWSR) from statewide disaster relief legislation. The funds are for new conservation practices to address erosion, sediment, and water quality issues caused by the flooding, and help prevent future damage.
“We have worked hard to help landowners address damage left in the wake of the June 2014 heavy rain events,” [LGU spokesperson] said.  “These grant funds will allow us to accelerate our recovery work and put practices on the land that will help prevent soil loss in the future.”
 
$5.6 million has been awarded to 26 counties in this second phase to accelerate their recovery work.  These funds were allocated during the June 2015 Special Session.  In January of this year, Governor Dayton signed legislation that allocated funding to BWSR to assist local governments in repairing conservation practices damaged during the flooding.  BWSR activated its Disaster Recovery Assistance Program (DRAP) and began immediately working with local governments to determine need and start the allocation process.  Seventeen counties were awarded over $2 million in disaster relief funds from that allocation.
