Bank 

• Generally no specific project 

• In advance of impact 

• Excess credits 

• Easement 

 

Project-Specific            
Permitee Responsible 

• Tied to a specified project 

• Concurrent with impact 

• No excess credit 

• Declaration of Restrictions  

If you have excess credits not linked to a 
specified project, you have a Bank 



Two Types of Banks 

Single Use Bank (SUB) 

• Flexible standards 

• Specific impact type 

• Ag Bank is a SUB 

• Minnesota thing 

Standard Bank 

• High standards 

• Any impact type
